1 The Bible is Truth John 8:32 John 8:32 - “Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.” 

2 The Bible is Inspired 2 Timothy 3:16-17 
2 Timothy 3:16-17 - 16 All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, 
correcting and training in righteousness, 17 so that the servant of God may be thoroughly 
equipped for every good work.  

3 The Bible Endures  Isaiah 40:8 
Isaiah 40:8 - “The grass withers and the flowers fall, but the word of our God endures 
forever.” 

4 Bible Study Tools 2 Timothy 2 :15 
2 Timothy 2 :15 - Do your best to present yourself to God as one approved, a worker 
who does not need to be ashamed and who correctly handles the word of truth.  

5 God is Omnipresent Deuteronomy 31:6 
Deuteronomy 31:6 - “Be strong and courageous. Do not be afraid or terrified because 
of them, for the LORD your God goes with you; he will never leave you nor forsake you.” 

6 God is Omniscient Psalms 147:5 Psalms 147:5 - Great is our Lord and mighty in power; his understanding has no limit. 

7 God is Omnipotent Jeremiah 32:17 
Jeremiah 32:17 - “Ah, Sovereign LORD, you have made the heavens and the earth by 
your great power and outstretched arm. Nothing is too hard for you. 

** 8 The Trinity Matthew 3:16-17 

Matthew 3:16-17 - 16 As soon as Jesus was baptized, he went up out of the water. At 
that moment heaven was opened, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove 
and alighting on him. 17 And a voice from heaven said, “This is my Son, whom I love; 
with him I am well pleased.” 

9 Created in God’s Image Genesis 1:27 
Genesis 1:27 - So God created mankind in his own image, in the image of God he 
created them; male and female he created them. 

10 Glorifying God Psalm 86:12 
Psalm 86:12 - I will praise you, Lord my God, with all my heart; I will glorify your name 
forever. 

11 The Sin Nature Romans 3:23-24 
Romans 3:23-24 - 23 For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 24 and all are 
justified freely by his grace through the redemption that came by Christ Jesus. 

** 12 Sin’s Consequences Psalm 32:5 
Psalm 32:5 - Then I acknowledged my sin to you and did not cover up my iniquity.  I 
said, “I will confess my transgressions to the LORD.” 
And you forgave the guilt of my sin. 

13 Thanksgiving 1 Corinthians 15:57 
1 Corinthians 15:57 - But thanks be to God! He gives us the victory through our Lord 
Jesus Christ. 

14 God Incarnate John 1:1,14 

John 1:1,14 - 1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the 
Word was God.  14 The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have 
seen his glory, the glory of the one and only Son, who came from the Father, full of 
grace and truth. 

15 Jesus Christ the 2 Corinthians 5:21 2 Corinthians 5:21 - God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we

Substitute might become the righteousness of God. 

** 16 Salvation by Grace 2 Timothy 1:9 
2 Timothy 1:9 - He has saved us and called us to a holy life—not because of anything 
we have done but because of his own purpose and grace. This grace was given us in 
Christ Jesus before the beginning of time. 

17 Christmas Isaiah 9:6 
Isaiah 9:6 - For to us a child is born, to us a son is given, and the government will be on 
his shoulders.  And he will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting 
Father, Prince of Peace. 

18 Salvation Through Faith Hebrews 11:1 
Hebrews 11:1 - Now faith is confidence in what we hope for and assurance about what 
we do not see. 

19 Salvation in Christ Alone Acts 4:12 
Acts 4:12 - Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven 
given to mankind by which we must be saved.” 

20 The Holy Spirit Indwells 1 Corinthians 3:16 
1 Corinthians 3:16 - Don’t you know that you yourselves are God’s temple and that 
God’s Spirit dwells in your midst? 

** 21 The Holy Spirit Empowers 1 Corinthians 2:4-5 
1 Corinthians 2:4-5 - 4 My message and my preaching were not with wise and 
persuasive words, but with a demonstration of the Spirit’s power, 5 so that your faith 
might not rest on human wisdom, but on God’s power. 

22 The Body of Christ Romans 12:4-5 
Romans 12:4-5 - 4 For just as each of us has one body with many members, and these 
members do not all have the same function, 5 so in Christ we, though many, form one 
body, and each member belongs to all the others.  

** 23 Salt & Light Matthew 5:14,16 
Matthew 5:14,16 - 14 “You are the light of the world. A town built on a hill cannot be 
hidden.  16 In the same way, let your light shine before others, that they may see your 
good deeds and glorify your Father in heaven. 

24 Prayer Matthew 6:6 
Matthew 6:6 - But when you pray, go into your room, close the door and pray to your 
Father, who is unseen. Then your Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward 
you. 

25 Time with God Psalm 143:10 
Psalm 143:10 - Teach me to do your will, for you are my God; may your good Spirit lead 
me on level ground. 

26 Staying Strong in Truth 1 John 4:2 
1 John 4:2 - This is how you can recognize the Spirit of God: Every spirit that 
acknowledges that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is from God. 

27 Evangelism Matthew 28:19-20 

Matthew 28:19-20 - 19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in 
the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching them to 
obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very 
end of the age.” 

28 Stewardship Matthew 6:19 
Matthew 6:19 - “Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moths and 
vermin destroy, and where thieves break in and steal.” 

29 Easter 1 Corinthians 15:3-4 
1 Corinthians 15:3-4 - 3 For what I received I passed on to you as of first importance: 
that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, 4 that he was buried, that he was 
raised on the third day according to the Scriptures, 
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30 Angels 1 John 4:4 
1 John 4:4 -  You, dear children, are from God and have overcome them, because the 
one who is in you is greater than the one who is in the world. 

31 Eternity 1 Corinthians 2:9 
1 Corinthians 2:9 - However, as it is written:  “What no eye has seen, what no ear has 
heard, and what no human mind has conceived”— the things God has prepared for 
those who love him— 

32 Christ’s Return 1 Corinthians 15:52 
1 Corinthians 15:52 - in a flash, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the 
trumpet will sound, the dead will be raised imperishable, and we will be changed. 

33 The Final Judgment 1 Peter 4:7-8 
1 Peter 4:7-8 - 7 The end of all things is near. Therefore be alert and of sober mind so 
that you may pray. 8 Above all, love each other deeply, because love covers over a 
multitude of sins. 

34 Review Hebrews 12:1 
Hebrews 12:1 - Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, 
let us throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles. And let us 
run with perseverance the race marked out for us.
